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1. The Immigration Judge erred in applying the standard for cumulative harm as articulated in Matter of O-Z- & I-Z-, 22 I.&N. Dec. 23 (BIA 1998).  The Immigration Judge erroneously found that the harm suffered by Respondent was just one event, when the Respondent credibly testified about numerous incidents of threats and persecution.  

2. The Immigration Judge’s finding that Respondent did not fear harm by the government or a group the government cannot control was clearly erroneous, as Respondent credibly testified that while she feared harm from the FARC, which her testimony and the record show the Colombian government is unable to control.  As such, the Immigration Judge’s finding should be reviewed as it is clearly erroneous under 8 C.F.R. § 1003.1(d)(3)(i).  
3. Respondent may supplement this notice with additional grounds for appeal upon reviewing the transcript of the hearing.
